Above recognition is based on conditions described below-

1. Giving the recognition is not for extension, so it does not mean that this recognition
is valid for classes above 8" class.

2. The school will follow the free and compulsory Education Act 2009 and all rules of
free and compulsory act of children, under the provision of 2010.

3. The school will give 25% admission to weak community and children of unaided
community of surrounding area and will give free and compulsory education till its
completion.

4. The fulfillment of expenses will give to school for students mentioned in paragraph
number 3, as per the subsection (2) of section 12 of act. For this reimbursement, the
school will hold a separate bank accounts.

5. The school will not charge any capitation fee and will not follow any criteria for the
selection of children or their parents or guardians.

6. In case of no proof of date of birth, the school will not deny the admission to any

2 child and will follow Section 15 of the act. School will make sure that-

(1) No student who has admitted will retain in same class, or expel from school until
the completion of his/her basic education.

(2) Physical and mental torture will not give to any student.

(3) The students not need to pass any board exantination until the completion of
his/her basic education.
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(5) According to the rules of act special needs and students involvement.

(6) It is compulsory for the teachers that they will follow at least all the educational
qualifications as per section 23, but it is a condition that on the applicability of
this act, the present teachers will get at least all educational qualification.

(7) The teacher’s fulfill all obligations mentioned in the section 24(1) of this act.

(8) The teachers will not engage themselves in private tuitions.

7. For Academics and subject concern, the school will follow syllabus provided by
higher authorities.

8. On name of this school, any class that is not recognized will not be run inside the
building or outside.

9. School building or other infrastructure or grounds will be used only for the purpose
of education and competency development.

10. The school is run by registered society under society registration act, 1860 (21 of
1860) or as per the trust formed as per law on time to time.

11. The school is not run by any private group or group of individuals or any person for
their profit.

12. Accounts will be audited by recognized Chartered Accountant and statement of
accounts will be formed. Copy of balance sheet will be send to District Education
Officer (E.E).

13. Recognition code of your school is RTE-583. It should be noted and used while
dealing with this office.

14. School will provide the information as demanded by District Education Officer and
will follow the instructions given by appropriate authority and District Education
Officer which are required to fulfill all conditions of recognition or to remove the
deficiency of working of school.

15. If the registration of the institution is required to be renewal, make sure it should be
done.

16. School will follow all the rules and regulations mentioned in section 19 of the act.
